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TUC BOARD MEETING
July 20, 2011

The TUC Board met in the Fellowship Hall at 8 PM. Those present: Erma Ames, Tasha Hull, Eric Knock,
Dan Bottom, Diana Erickson, lvan Teveldal, Judy Wagner, and Pastor Lorah Houser Jankord. Pastor
Lorah opened the meeting with prayer. Chairman Eric presided over the business meeting. The minutes of
the previous meeting and the treasurer’s report were reviewed. Motion by Dan, seconded by Diana, to ap-
prove both reports, motion carried.
Old Business: The parking lot has been resurfaced, total cost was $2,477.25. There was $1,308.33 in me-
morial money that was used, the remainder will come out of the general fund. We still need to install a ce-
ment valley to promote proper drainage to the storm sewer on the south side of the parking lot. The Tulare
Economic Development Committee is looking for another organization (possibly a historic society) to take
over control of the Salem Church. They could then be in charge of fundraising and administering the
$15,000 grant that was received for church repair. We discussed ordering extra light bulbs for the sanctu-
ary, so we have incandescent bulbs for our light fixtures, as only fluorescent bulbs will be available after
2012. Motion by Diana, seconded by Tasha, to order extra bulbs, motion carried.
The UCC intern, Michael Haven, was in our church July 12-14. A special offering of $28 was given to
her.
New Business: As McGillvrey Oil has been sold to Farmers Alliance, our propane supplier will be chang-
ing. After discussion, secretary was instructed to complete paperwork necessary to open an account with
Farmers Alliance. Our second annual rummage sale will be July 23-24, several volunteers are signed up to
work. Relay for Life team will be selling beverages and bars at the church. Carl Sante will be painting in
the Fellowship Hall, possibly the first week in August. Paint has been purchased already. We still need to
do a clean-up in the attic, probably when the weather is cooler. It may wait until we have a church clean-up
day in the fall. It has been suggested that we have a picnic or brat feed this fall. A golf outing is also being
planned, depending on the flooding situation at Fisher’s Grove.
