NOVEMBER 9, 2011 

The board met in the Fellowship Hall at 7:30 PM.  Those present:  Eric Knock, Ivan Teveldal, Erma Ames, Dan Bot-

tum, Tasha Hull, Judy Wagner, and Pastor Lorah Houser Jankord.  Absent:  LaDean Stoner.  The meeting was 

opened with prayer led by Pastor Lorah.  The minutes of the previous meeting, and the treasurerôs report for October 

were reviewed.  Motion by Ivan, seconded by Dan, to approve both.  Motion carried. 

Old Business:  Pastor Lorah presented a bid for gutters for the parsonage from SES Seamless.  The cost would be 

$525.30 for the front of the house, and $601.80 for the back.  New gutters would correct a problem with ice on the 

sidewalk and driveway of the parsonage.  After discussion, motion was made by Ivan to replace both front and back 

gutters.  Motion was seconded by Erma and it carried.  Ivan announced that the city would sweep the parking lot with 

no charge, to clean it up before we have to push snow. 

The Directory Committee, consisting of Sheryl Kloss, Darlys Buchholz, Doreen Binger, and Sandi McNeill, has writ-

ten an informational letter to all members of the church to request information and photos.  They would like informa-

tion back by December 1. 

New Business:  Pastor Lorah displayed an Advent Banner that has been purchased for outdoor use.  Rick Binger has 

agreed to build a bookcase for storage of musical items in the southwest Sunday School room.  Both the banner and 

bookcase will be purchased with memorial funds.  The new songbooks in the pews were a memorial gift from the 

family of Mabel Marzahn. 

The Junior Youth program is going well with good attendance.  They will be selling items from Equal Exchange as a 

fundraiser. 

We discussed and completed the Staff/Pastor Parish Relations Committee Assessment sent by the Dakotas Confer-

ence, UMC.  We also discussed Pastor Lorahôs salary package for the coming year.  Further work on the budget will 

be done at the next meeting.

It is essential that Tulare United Church be regularly supported by its members. We 
have a church building to maintain, a pastor to pay, missions to give to, a Sunday 
School to fund.
