The TUC Board met in the Fellowship Hall at 7:30 PM.   Those present:  Eric Knock, Dan Bottum, Erma Ames, 

LaDean Stoner, Tasha Hull, Judy Wagner, and Pastor Lorah Houser Jankord.   Absent-Ivan Teveldal.  Pastor Lorah 

opened the meeting with prayer.  Eric presided over the business meeting.  The minutes of the previous meeting and 

the treasurerôs report were reviewed.  Motion by Tasha, seconded by Erma to approve both reports, motion carried. 

Old Business:  Pastor Lorah had talked to SES about installing gutters on the parsonage, no date has been set for in-

stallation.  The Directory Committee is still collecting information and pictures, and will begin  to format the infor-

mation after the holidays.   It was noted that Larry Hoekman had cleared the church parking lot of snow many times 

last winter and did not charge for his services.  A motion was made by Erma, seconded by Tasha, to send him $500 in 

appreciation, motion carried. 

New Business:  Pastor Lorah stated she and Donna had installed several new fluorescent light bulbs in the Fellowship 

Hall and SS classrooms, and we need to order more.  Permission was granted to do this.  She also stated that Barry & 

Diana Erickson had transferred their membership to Salem, SD. 

A ñTulare Memoriesò Committee is being formed to take over ownership of the Salem Church property as the Tulare 

Economic Development Committee no longer wants to own it.  Patrice Wilson, Bill Otto, and Pastor Lorah are work-

ing to develop this project and preserve the church building as a museum for the town.  Anyone else interested is en-

couraged to contact Pastor Lorah. 

The Junior Youth group returned from their caroling around town and sang a few songs for us.  Thanks, kids and 

Karla! 

Heartland Financial has donated four 50 pound bags of ice melt for use on our sidewalks.  Pastor Lorah stated that 

Downie Piano Tuning Service was here last week and tuned the pianos in the Fellowship Hall and church.  He stated 

that the very low humidity in the church was harmful to the pianos and suggested we look into a humidifier for the 

building.  Pastor Lorah will do some investigating on prices for humidifiers. 

February 11 there is a meeting in Faulkton ñConnecting and Attracting Visitorsò for clergy and lay leaders.  Registra-

tion is required by Jan. 28.

In Junior Youth the group saw a video about giving. The group donated 20 hours of time (for work to be done later) 

to the Woodward benefit.

We will have communion on the third Sunday 

of the month unless there is a different designated day in the month.   Also, she stated that she wants to carry over one 

Sunday of vacation to 2012 as she had not used it in 2011.  This was approved. 

Erma, Judy and Eric all have served 3 years on the TUC Board and will be eligible for re-election.  There will also be 

nominations taken from the floor at the Annual Meeting.  The Budget for the coming year was reviewed and dis-

cussed.  Motion made by Dan, seconded by LaDean, to present the proposed budget to the congregation for their ap-

proval.  Motion carried.
