God has given us all different
strengths and weaknesses and
sometimes they are the same
characteristic. | tend to be com-
petitive and that can be some-
thing that spurs me on to do
something better or cause me to
become disheartened because
things aren’t as “good” as they
should be or as “good” as some-
one else.

Let me tell you what I have been
thinking about... worship atten-
dance. The Dakotas Annual Con-
ference of the UMC (which is
one of our denominations - UCC
is the other) has challenged the
churches to Grow By One. We
are to increase average worship
attendance by 1%.

When I first heard that, I thought
“How hard can that be? I’m sure
we’ll have no problem growing
our worship attendance by 1%”
Well folks, it ain’t happening.
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| We don’t have complete data for

2009 but the statistics we have
show an average attendance of 80.
In 2010 our average dropped to 76
and so far this year we are at an av-
erage worship attendance of 65.
Instead of growing by 1% we are
dropping by about 15%.

As I read other church newsletters,
my competitive nature notes how
low our attendance is compared to
other churches our size and I am at
a loss about what to do about it...
and then I realize that even though
it is my concern, it is not my burden
alone to bear. We have a team... a
family... to help us reach our goals.
The Board has been discussing this
at their meetings and using informa-
tion from the Lewis Center for
Church Leadership we’ve picked
out four things to start (from a list
of 50):

“Strive to increase the number of
times current members are in wor-
ship each year. Start with yourself.”
“Know that personal invitations are
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the most effective method of in-
creasing worship attendance. In-
vest sixty seconds once a week to
invite someone to attend worship
with you.”

“Purchase permanent roadside di-
rectional signs to point the way to
your building.”

“Practice the “Circle of Ten”. En-
courage church leaders to person-
ally greet everyone— member or
guest-who may sit within ten feet
of them on Sunday.”

Reaching the goal of average wor-
ship attendance of 77 can only be
accomplished if we all work to-
ward it for the next several
months.

Let the Board or me know if there
1s something we should/could be
doing in a different way. The wor-
ship of God should always be cen-
tral to all we do... the question is
how do we get you here to worship
